Critical Information for Teachers
1. The first event a student signs up for in a given year is $12.00. Any event after that is $9.00. 

2. On a Concerto, Sonatina or Sonata, put which movement student will play. (Example:  1st mvt.– Allegro)

3. On registration sheet, if you have students playing a duet, use only one sheet and put BOTH names.  (Don’t bother with birthdate or student’s phone number).  

4. Remember – P.P. must be students who are UNDER 8 years old as of March 1st.

5. Also, choice pieces in P.P. – P. 4, must have a DIFFERENT composer than required, and must be ORIGINAL. (no arrangements, or hymns or folk songs)

6. Please write Prim. 3,  rather than Prim. III or Elem. 4,  rather than Elem. IV.

7. PLEASE WRITE (PRINT) SO I CAN READ IT!!!! Use pen, not pencil, and use a fresh sheet to correct mistakes rather than erase or cross out information.
8. Absolutely NO new entrants will be accepted after Dec. 12 by teachers who have participated in festival previously.  

9. Teachers need to be assertive with their students.  There is no reason a student does not know that they will be going out of town, are scheduled for a math quiz, or other “scheduled required” event at least two weeks before festival. Other “practice” conflicts should not be considered, as this is a “performance”.  Let’s try to set some priorities!

10. Make-up is only to be used by those who are involved in “required” activities; being out of state, specific school required competitions, serious family problems, etc.  Not because it’s convenient.  

11. When a teacher calls to drop a student from performing, all information is tossed – DO NOT CALL BACK a few days before festival and say they’re now practicing so put them on the make-up day!  NO!!!  Once they’re canceled – THEY ARE CANCELED!

12. Changes regarding compositions are understandable and accepted with no problems.  And there are always cancellations prior to the festival date, so if a student would prefer another time, please call to see if there has been an opening.  Just do not expect to automatically be put on the make-up day should an alternative time not be available.  Teachers need to be sure their students understand this is indeed, a scheduled performance.
13. ANY REGISTRATION FORM THAT IS NOT SIGNED BY THE TEACHER WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  By signing the form you are telling us that you have read the rules, understand them, and agree to abide by them. Any form not signed will be returned.

14. If you are using a piece by Lynn Freeman Olson as a choice piece for students P4 and below, PLEASE make sure it isn’t listed on the required list for the Lynn Freeman Olson event (pp.17-21 in the Festival book.) Look over the whole list, as the piece you are looking for might be in a different level than you might expect.
